What Is Happening?

HAPPENING is a weekend presented by teenagers for teenagers. The weekend is spent in a re-
laxed, fun, informal, loving environment sharing your faith in a Christian atmosphere. A young
person who acts as "rector” leads the weekend with the help of clergy and a staff of mostly
young people. The weekend is open to youth in grades 10, 11, and 12. Adults who are youth
leaders/educators or clergy in their parishes, or who are parents of Happening community mem-
bers are also invited to attend.

HAPPENING encourages teenagers to relate the foundations and message of the Christian faith
to their world. A HAPPENING weekend is just a beginning. The idea is to get closer to God dur-
ing the three-day program and continue to grow in the Christian way of life. HAPPENING en-
courages participation in the local parish.

The format of the weekend includes talks and discussions on the basic elements of Christian life
and its application to daily living. The sacraments of the church also play an integral part
throughout the weekend. This weekend is sponsored by the Episcopal Church and we will be
celebrating some of the sacraments according to the Episcopal Book of Common Prayer. We en-
courage people to live fuller Christian lives in their respective denominations.

What do I bring?

The Happening weekend begins on Friday at 8:00 PM sharp (registration opens at 7:00) and
ends on Sunday at 5:00 PM.
